This short interactive session will increase your knowledge and confidence about cancer and 
cancer screening, and the important role that workplaces have.

We will discuss some of the most popular myths surrounding cancer 
and replace them with facts, especially the importance of early detection and cancer 
screening.

You will be shown useful resources to adapt or use, 
and given easy to remember ‘key messages’ to share with families, friends, clients and 
customers.

The session is around how to have conversations about cancer. This will cover areas 
including why it’s important to talk about cancer, how to do it using empathy and listening 
skills. A session delivered around the theme of mental health. To beat cancer, we need to 
talk about it. For many people it’s still a challenging topic to bring up in conversation and it’s 
common to avoid what we may see as difficult conversations because we don’t know how 
to approach them. This session is to help you feel more confident talking about cancer and 
other health conditions, so you can have more conversations that help save lives.

Prostate and Bowel Cancer Awareness 
This 90 minutes session aims to increase your knowledge and understanding of the Bowel 
Cancer Screening Programme and the importance of prostate cancer awareness. We will 
discuss two cancers which are important to men, their families, friends and organisations 
who work with men. 
The session will be facilitated by Answer Cancer staff and a Prostate Cancer 
Champion/Answer Cancer Champion. 
Did you know that prostate cancer is the most common cancer in men, but most men with 
early prostate cancer don’t have symptoms? Prostate cancer is not always life-threatening. 
The earlier you catch it the more likely it is to be cured. Bowel Cancer Screening saves lives. 
Every year, thousands of people in Greater Manchester take part in the screening 
programme but in some of our communities, men are not taking up their screening invite.
