The Grant 

Manchester City Council has £10,000 to raise awareness in FGM to communities in Manchester.  The full funding of £10,000 will be awarded to one successful applicant to provide an engagement programme for the community.  The successful applicant will be expected to deliver the programme between January 2017 and March 2017.

Applications are welcomed from groups working in partnership.

Grant Objectives 

Grant applications must meet the following objectives:

1. Safety: Communities understand the risk and how to manage it
2. Knowledge: Communities gain an understanding of FGM, different experiences and the support that is available to victims.
3. Empowerment: Communities gain an understanding of best way to support victims in various situations
Activities and organisations we will fund

Background:  

What is required:  

The successful applicant will be expected to create a programme that will challenge the culture of silence around FGM and work with faith groups and community organisations in Manchester, to develop community education programmes that will help to raise awareness of the law on FGM, the consequences of offending and most importantly, educate different communities about different types of FGM and the consequences of performing these, under UK law and the long term health and psychological impact. To address FGM in a way that does works with them to become stakeholders in the change needed to fight FGM through effective community education and engagement.
Applications are welcomed from groups working together in a partnership with one organisation acting as the lead, accountable organisation.

What we will fund:

· Staff salaries

· Volunteer expenses

· Training

· Utility costs 

· Transport costs 

· Room hire

· A proportion of your core costs, clearly related to the scale of activity delivered under this funding

What we will not fund:

· Purchase of vehicles or property

· Building renovation/repair costs 

All costs must be reasonable.

To be eligible for the grant your organisation must:
· Have a constitution

· Be based in Greater Manchester and accountable to the community that you are predominantly delivering services to

· Be a not-for-profit organisation – this includes voluntary, community and faith organisations, co-operatives and mutual societies, non-governmental organisations which are value driven and which principally invest their surpluses to further social, environmental or cultural objectives

· Be representative and inclusive of the community you are intending to work with

You cannot apply if you are:

· A private sector, or “for profit” organisation

· A public sector organisation i.e. local authority, education institution, health authority etc.

There should be opportunities for the people who you are supporting to be involved in your work, for example by volunteering in your service and/or being part of your management committee or other body. 

Funding

There is a maximum of £10,000 available for one successful applicant to spend on a FGM Awareness programme.

If your application is successful, half of the funding agreed will be paid as soon as possible. The other half will be paid in March 2017 following evidence provided by the successful applicant as to how they are meeting the objectives of the grant programme and of successful outcomes achieved.

How will the decision be made

All applications will be scored and ranked by a panel made up of senior representatives from the Children’s and Families Directorate.

What will happen after the decision has been made

All applicants will be notified by email as to whether their application has been successful or not and we will provide written feedback, on request. There is no appeals process.

We expect to make a decision by Friday 16th December 2016.

The successful applicant will be required to submit the documentation set out in the application form. We will send you a grant agreement with our terms and conditions for you to sign and return. If we need to ask you to change your approach in order to fill a gap we will arrange to meet with you.

The whole of the funding will be paid as soon as possible by BACs.

Monitoring and evaluation

· We will expect you to keep records of how many people have used your service

· You must keep financial records demonstrating how you have used the grant funding

· You must submit an end of project monitoring return demonstrating the impact your project has made. 

· Alongside ongoing monitoring arrangements we are also currently developing an evaluation model that will encompass: identification, referrals, attrition, retention, impact and sustained impact. The successful applicant will be expected to work with us to develop the model and provide all required information to support this evaluation.
