Neighbourhood Investment Funds

Aims/priorities: These are funds available to communities to make their neighbourhoods better places to live. £20,000 of neighbourhood investment funding is available to every area (ward) in Manchester each year - to help groups carry out events and activities that benefit people in their local neighbourhood.
Who can apply: The fund is open to established groups, voluntary groups and other community groups, as well as groups of residents working together for the first time. School Parent Teacher Associations can also apply if they have the support of local residents and parents and the project benefits the wider community as well as the school.

Grant amount: Applications should not exceed £10,000

CHILDREN & YOUNG PEOPLE
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Comic Relief - Girls in Gangs 
Aims/priorities: Grants are available for collaborative, multi-partner projects that will provide a positive and safe future for girls and young women associated, or at risk of becoming associated, with gangs. The Girls in Gangs initiative will support the following outcomes:

· Fewer girls and young women entering harmful and risky gang situations
· Girls and young women, already in gangs, experiencing less harm from violence, abuse and exploitation
· More girls and young women leaving violent, abusive and exploitative gang situations
Who can apply: Registered organisations, including charitable incorporated organisations, community interest companies limited by guarantee, community benefit societies and housing associations, are eligible to apply.  
Proposals from community interest companies limited by guarantee will need to demonstrate that they have a minimum of three directors who are unrelated by birth or marriage.  
Comic Relief is particularly interested in supporting a coalition of organisations, with a lead agency, working in partnership across different sectors to deliver more holistic approaches. Bidding coalitions should be able to show some evidence of having delivered work that is providing a positive and safe future for girls and young women associated with gangs.
Grant amount: Grants of up to £150,000 for 18 months’ activity are available, as well as the potential for a further £150,000 for a subsequent 18-month period. Funding for the second phase will be agreed upon after the initial 16 months following first-year reporting and learning from the evaluation. Approximately seven grants will be awarded - three in the UK, and four oversees.

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Weaver’s Company Benevolent Fund
Aims/priorities: The Fund has determined two priority groups to support:

· Helping disadvantaged young people – The object of the fund is to support projects working with disadvantaged young people to ensure that they are given every possible chance to meet their full potential and to participate fully in society. Young people are normally defined as being aged from 5 to 30 years.

Aims/priorities: The Baily Thomas Charitable Fund is a grant making registered charity which was established primarily to aid the research into learning disability and to aid the care and relief of those affected by learning disability by making grants to voluntary organisations working in this field.  Learning disabilities (intellectual disabilities) and autism are our priorities for funding.  We consider projects for children or adults. We do not give grants for research into or care of people with mental illness, dyslexia, dyspraxia nor ADHD, if they do not also have learning disabilities (intellectual disabilities).
Who can apply:  Applications will only be considered from voluntary organisations which are registered charities or are associated with a registered charity.  Schools and Parent Teacher Associations, Industrial and Provident Societies and other such exempt charities can also apply.  The Fund does not currently accept appeals from Community Interest Companies.
Grant amount: The Charity operates the following grant schemes:

· General Grants - Grants range from £250 upwards
· The recommended maximum limit for funding is £5,000
· Research Grants - A limited fund is available for research projects. Grants range from £250 upwards, with no upper limit
Funding is normally considered for capital or revenue costs and for both specific projects and general running and core costs. Normally one-off grants are awarded but exceptionally a new project may be funded over two or three years, subject to satisfactory reports of progress.

[image: image40.emf]Aims/priorities: The new fund has been created to help organisations across the UK pilot new approaches for improving financial capability and to evaluate their projects. It has been set up to provide financial support for projects which are focused on building evidence of the types of interventions that can make a measurable difference to people’s financial capability.
The Programme consists of two parts:

· Stream A will fund and evaluate projects seeking to help answer our ‘What Works questions’
· Stream B will fund pilot activity focused on capacity building and sharing of best practice amongst financial capability practitioners. Further details on Stream B will be provided in July 2016 when Stream B opens for applications
Who can apply: Applications for Stream A will be considered from any organisation in the UK that delivers financial capability interventions, or which may wish to do so in the future
Grant amount: The following grants are expected to be available for Stream A:

· Grants to evaluate an existing intervention are estimated to be between 10–20% of the intervention’s delivery costs, although this is strictly a guide figure and the cost may be more or less
· Grants to expand the scope of an existing intervention to reach a new audience and evaluate its impact could be between £50,000 and £1 million depending on scope and target group
· Grants that would develop and test new pilot interventions for a specific audience could be up to £250,000
