Clean City Grants

Aims/priorities: Grants are available to help you to run regular clean-ups and, or greening events in the area in which you live. Grants can only be awarded for clean-up projects taking place within the Manchester boundaries. Discuss with your neighbours or group what event or activity you would like to do, and get quotes or costings for anything you might need. Grants can be for tools, equipment, materials and any other reasonable costs for carrying out a clean-up project.

Who can apply: Applications can be from a small group of neighbours, a community or ‘Friends of’ group, a resident association or schools who want to make a positive difference to where they live.

Grant amount: up to £200

For an application to be successful, it must meet at least one of the following criteria:

· Respect and understanding – will the project encourage people of all ages and races to interact?

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Aims/priorities: The Manchester Airport Community Trust Fund is a registered charity and was established to promote, enhance, improve and protect both the natural and built environment in our local community. To be successful a group must:

· Carry out positive work in the community and be of charitable nature and be ‘Not for Profit’ status.

· Be community, socially or environmentally focused

· Based within the area of benefit
Who can apply: Community groups and charities that are approximately within a 10-mile radius of the Airport, concentrating on the areas most exposed to aircraft noise.

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Neighbourhood investment funds

Aims/priorities: Manchester City Council are supporting local people by encouraging groups to apply for a neighbourhood investment fund (NIF). These are funds available to communities to make their neighbourhoods better places to live.

£20,000 of neighbourhood investment funding is available to every area (ward) in Manchester each year - to help groups carry out events and activities that benefit people in their local neighbourhood.

Applications should fall into one of the following categories: 

· Work and skills – supporting residents into work by offering additional learning and skills development, including activities relating to coaching, mentoring or volunteering; 

· Community groups – seed funding new groups to get an idea off the ground and active engagement of the community to deliver projects. Established groups could also receive one-off funding to help support smaller groups and deliver local projects; 

· Improving the environment and increase recycling – including community clean ups or planting projects. Projects that increase recycling and the reduction of waste in a community; or 

· Other activities/events linked to ward priorities – applications will be considered for activities/events that support communities and the priorities of the area (ward).

Who can apply: The fund is open to established groups, voluntary groups and other community groups, as well as groups of residents working together for the first time. School Parent Teacher Associations can also apply if they have the support of local residents and parents and the project benefits the wider community as well as the school.

Grant amount: up to £10,000

CHILDREN & YOUNG PEOPLE

Field Studies Council – Kids Fund
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Aims/priorities: The Kids Fund is part of the Field Studies Council (FSC) aiming to 'Bring Environmental Understanding to All’. The FSC is an independent educational charity committed to raising awareness about the natural world. The Kids Fund aims to:

· bring environmental understanding to disadvantaged young people by attending a course at an FSC centre

· help disadvantaged young people to attend a course who may otherwise be excluded due to some form of disadvantage - health, mobility, deprivation or financial

Who can apply: Groups meeting the following three criteria will be eligible: 

· Disadvantaged young people aged 8-18 years.

· Voluntary youth groups (either run by voluntary leaders, managed by a voluntary organisation, a registered charity).

· A school group may apply if they are aiming to provide benefits which are additional to the statutory school curriculum or clearly show added value, depth and breadth to the taught curriculum. The FSC will not pay for young people to attend standard curriculum-focused FSC courses

· Based in from UK, Isle of Man, Channel Isles and Republic of Ireland.

Grant amount: Funding will normally be up to 80% of the cost of your group’s course to an FSC Field Centre to a maximum of £3000.
Application Process: Application form available to download from the website.

Deadline: You may apply at any time and your application will be held until the next decision round. The decision rounds close on 1 November 2016.

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Aims/priorities: Grants are available to charitable groups and organisations in the UK for projects that further the objectives of the NFU Mutual Charitable Trust, particularly those that educate young people in rural areas and relieve poverty in rural areas. The Trustees are particularly interested in initiatives in the areas of education of young people in rural areas and relief of poverty within rural areas.
Who can apply: Charitable organisations based and working within the UK seeking funding for charitable initiatives in the areas of education, research, social welfare and poverty relief can apply. It is not necessary to be a registered charity to apply.
Grant amount: Discretionary. One-off grants tend to start at £1,000 and run upwards to £20,000 and £30,000.

Ford Britain Trust
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Aims/priorities: Ford are committed to supporting the communities they work and live in. Google Grants (UK) 
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Aims/priorities: Google Grants has given free AdWords advertising to hundreds of charitable groups whose missions range from animal welfare to literacy, from supporting homeless children to promoting HIV education.  Google Grants provides free advertising on Google AdWords, to charities seeking to inform and engage their constituents online. As a result of this free advertising many charities have experienced an increase in the recruitment of volunteers and sponsorship.
Who can apply: Registered charities 
Grant amount: No cash/funding but exposure to increase online profile

ENVIRONMENT

Veolia Environmental Trust Grants
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Aims/priorities: The Trust is committed to supporting community and environmental projects across the UK.  These could include projects aiming to install or enhance play areas and skate parks, restore footpaths and green spaces, protect natural habitats or improve community halls.

Who can apply: Not-for-profit organisations with environmental or community-based projects in the United Kingdom are eligible to apply. To be eligible, applicants must:

· Be constituted.

· Have a bank account.

· Hold annual elections.

Projects must be located within five miles of a Veolia Environmental Services facility. This could be a landfill site or a civic amenity site, or a transfer station or depot - as long as it is operated by Veolia.

Grant amount: Grants of up to £75,000 are available. Match funding of at least 20% is required for projects before the full application is submitted. Grants of £40,000 or more require a Third Party Contribution. 

Application Process: There is a three stage application process:

· Know: This information will help groups check if their project meets the criteria and if the funding timetable is right for them. Applicants should be aware that only projects in the proximity of a qualifying Veolia site will be considered and they should use the Postcode Checker to confirm this.
· Prepare: This information will help applicants develop the best possible project.

· Apply: Once applicants are certain that their project meets the criteria, they can start applying for funding by completing the ‘Eligibility Checker’. They will need to confirm that their project meets the key criteria. If it does, they will be able to progress to the Stage 1 of the application form.

Deadline: The application deadlines are 12 noon 26 August 2016, and 25 November 2016.

GENERAL

Scottish Power Energy People Trust 
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Aims/priorities: The Scottish Power Energy People Trust is an independent charity that helps vulnerable, disadvantaged people out of fuel poverty. Funding to support projects in the following categories:

Crisis funding – for example, to help women and children who need emergency accommodation and vulnerable young people setting up their first home
Income maximisation – for example, conducting benefits checks to help households that aren't claiming all the benefits to which they're entitled, or those who are not eligible for government grants because they do not receive the qualifying benefit
Energy Efficiency measures and advice – for example, improving home energy efficiency through draught proofing, insulating and offering energy efficiency advice
Research  – for example, a research project that aims to understand the link between fuel poverty and health.

It is a condition of funding that all projects, with the exception of research, include the provision of energy efficiency advice and/or home energy efficiency measures, to ensure enduring benefits in terms of fuel poverty reduction.

Who can apply: Charities and not-for-profit groups can apply for funding to support projects. Priority will be given to projects aimed at helping families with young children and young people.
Grant amount: The Trust will award funding at levels appropriate to the type of project and the number of people to be helped, from small sums up to a maximum of £50,000. Projects may be funded for a maximum of one year, but the maximum amount of £50,000 applies, regardless of the timescale of the project.

Aims/priorities: The Foundation is interested in funding work which benefits people in the following groups, or generalist work which includes significant numbers from more than one such group:

· Asylum-seekers and refugees (but not groups working with a single nationality)

· Gay, lesbian, bi-sexual or transgender people

· Gypsies and Travellers

· Migrant workers

· Offenders and ex-offenders

· Older people

· People experiencing mental health problems

· People experiencing violence or abuse

· It will not fund beneficiaries in London. 

Who can apply: The Foundation funds small registered charities, voluntary groups, and charitable organisations. 
Grant amount: Single, one-off grants range from as little as £500 up to £15,000. Grants repeated for more than one year vary from about £500 per annum up to £5,000 per annum, for a maximum of three years. 

Application Process: There is no formal application form - only a short Registration Form to give basic information which you should complete and send with your application.  This form is available to download from the website, where application guidance is also detailed.

Deadline: Applications can be submitted at any time.

Jephcott Charitable Trust
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Aims/priorities: The Jephcott Charitable Trust provide funds for specific projects or part of a project where successful monitoring can be achieved and which the Trustees consider suitable. The funding priorities are:

· Population Control

· Education

· Health

· Environment

The diversity of appeals presented to the Trust make it very difficult to apply definite rules to follow in order to achieve selection. The Trustees are very flexible in their approach

Who can apply: Registered charities or properly constituted organisations. The purpose for which you are applying must be legally charitable and your constitution must allow you to carry out that work. 
Grant amount: Grants are made in the range of £2,000 to £10,000, and in exceptional cases only, up to £20,000.

Application Process: Application from available to download from the website along with the guidelines.
Deadline: Applications can be submitted at any time (The Trustees normally meet in April and October each year). Please ensure that the Trust will have time to consider your application before the funds are required.

Money Advice Trust – Innovation Grants Programme 
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Aims/priorities: The programme offers support for agencies that provide money advice, and will fund work which will improve the availability, effectiveness and efficiency of money advice in the UK. Projects must be innovative and must help MAT achieve its aim of helping people across the UK to tackle their debts and manage their money wisely. 
Who can apply: We fund projects that demonstrate innovative practice. By this we mean projects displaying ‘a first of their kind’ approach in terms of:

· how they deliver debt/money advice – These can be different models of delivery, products or materials produced; and/or

· who they deliver debt/money advice to – These can be groups and/or individuals whose specific needs are not currently catered for.

Grant amount: Grants range from £1,000 up to £30,000 in exceptional cases MAT’s Grants Committee may consider larger grants.

Big Potential 
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Aims/priorities: Funding is available to improve the sustainability, capacity and scale of VCSE organisations in England in order that they may deliver greater social impact. The programme aims to raise awareness of the social investment market and support VCSEs who want to prepare themselves for social investment or winning contracts. The Big Potential offers the following application routes:

· Breakthrough - provides VCSE organisations with access to specialist one-to-one support from the Big Potential programme partners before making an application for grants to undertake more in-depth investment readiness work with one of Big Potential's approved providers.

· Advanced - is for VCSEs that are clear about how social investment could work for them and can describe a potential deal or interest from investors and need help to close that deal. The Advanced route is also available to organisations that need help securing a contract. 

Who can apply: Voluntary, community and social enterprise organisations that are operating and working in England are eligible to apply. This includes organisations such as registered charities, social enterprises, companies limited by guarantee with charitable aims, Community Interest Companies and mutual.
Grant amount: Breakthrough - £20,000 to £75,000. Advanced - £50,000 to £150,000.
Application Process: Interested organisations must register by checking if they are eligible to apply for a grant. Visit the Big Potential website to start the application process.

HEALTH & WELLBEING

Masonic Charitable Foundation – Community Support Grants
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Aims/priorities: Our Community Support grants for charities help people experiencing poverty and disadvantage, sickness and disability or barriers to education and employment. The charities we support make a significant and lasting difference to thousands of people in need and further those causes about which Freemasons and their families are most concerned.

Who can apply: Grants are made only to charities in England and Wales which are registered with the Charity Commission. We encourage charities that have an annual income under £500,000 to apply for a Small Grant of £5,000 or less.  We will, however, consider requests for grants of over £5,000 if the charity can demonstrate it will be used for an innovative project or service. Charities with an income of over £500,000 can apply for a Large Grant or Small Grant.

Grant amount: Small grant – Between £500 – £5,000 can be awarded. Large grant - Over £5,000 can be awarded to charities for a specific purpose only.
Application Process: Application form available to download from the website 

Deadline: The next deadline for applications is 29 July 2016. Large grants require a Large Grant Enquiry Form to be completed in advance of this deadline and the last date for submission is 15 July 2016. Applications are currently being accepted for consideration at the meeting to be held in October 2016.

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Aims/priorities: Grants generally fall into the following areas:

· Building - funding modifications to homes, schools, hospices etc.

· Equipment - provision of specialised wheelchairs, other mobility aids and equipment including medical equipment to assist independent living.

· Financial assistance - towards the cost of short-term respite breaks at a registered respite centre.

Who can apply: Charities have been registered for at least three years.
Grant amount: ACT gives large and small donations to charities depending on the project and available funds.  Current focus is on transformational change and larger grants (in excess of £100K) will be the exception.

Who can apply: To be eligible to apply for a grant in the UK your project must fit within the strategy outlined here and you must be applying on behalf of a registered non-profit or charitable organisation.

Sport England – Small Grant Scheme 
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Aims/priorities: Sport England is committed to the creation of a world-leading community sport system. This means focusing our investment on organisations and projects that will grow and sustain participation in grassroots sport and create opportunities for people to excel at their chosen sport.  In addition to our investment in key partners to deliver specific objectives, we have funding programmes open to a wide range of organisations.
