Comic Relief - Local Communities Grants
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Aims/priorities: This programme aims to empower local people, enabling them to create lasting change in their communities. Projects should be run by people directly affected by the issues they are dealing with and priority will be given to small, locally based groups or organisations. Comic Relief are giving priority to: groups operating in deprived areas - according to the indices of social deprivation; and /or groups benefiting individuals considered vulnerable such as: the elderly, people with physical / mental / emotional issues; black and minority groups etc.

Funding will support community groups running projects that are working towards the following outcomes:

· Improve life skills, education, employability and enterprise

· Maximise ability to strengthen community cohesion and build social capacity

· Advance people's physical and mental health, wellbeing and safety

Who can apply: Comic Relief will fund community groups (as long as you have a constitution), registered charities, social enterprises, Community Interest Companies, Community Centres, Resident Associations and credit unions.

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Aims/priorities: The Community Covenant Grant Scheme delivers financial support to projects which strengthen the ties or the mutual understanding between members of the Armed Forces Community and the wider community in which they live.  One of the Covenant’s main priorities for 2016-17 is Community Integration / Delivery of local services
Who can apply: Charities (including community interest companies); schools; local authorities and Armed Forces units with a UIN.
Grant amount: Up to £20,000

Help the Homeless Accepting Applications for Summer Round 
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Aims/priorities: Help the Homeless provides a gr ant scheme to support small and medium-sized UK charities that work to help homeless people rebuild their lives, re-enter society and live a normal life. Funding is targeted at projects to find practical ways to help disadvantaged individuals return to the community through training or residential facility provision, rather than merely providing short term shelter. The scheme will principally fund capital costs, but may consider revenue costs if necessary to the project. Projects must assist individuals in their return to mainstream society, rather than simply offering shelter or other forms of sustenance
Who can apply: Small and medium-sized registered charities with a turnover of under £1 million per annum 

Grant amount: Up to £5,000.
Application process: Online application form
Deadline: The next deadline for applications is 15 June 2016

Trusthouse Charitable Foundation 
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Priorities/details: Trusthouse Charitable Foundation has two overarching themes: Rural Issues and Urban Deprivation. Under these two broad sectors, they like to fund projects which make a community impact in the fields of Community Support; Arts, Education & Heritage; Disability and Healthcare. They will pay general costs including core costs, salaries, projects costs; capital expenditure on buildings or essential equipment. For all our grants programmes, you will need to have secured a minimum of 50% of the total cost of the work or project for which you are applying to us.
Who can apply: Charitable organisations (including CICs, social enterprises, not-for-profit registered companies and voluntary organisations). Small to medium sized organisations with a demonstrable track record of success working to address local problems in communities in areas of extreme urban deprivation or remote and deprived rural districts. 
Grant amount: There a number of grants programmes and it depends on your level of income for which you can apply. In this respect ‘total annual income’ means the total annual income for your whole organisation as shown on your latest annual accounts. In general grants are between £5,000 and £40,000. 
Application Process: Check your eligibility on their website and then fill in an online application. 

Deadline: There are no set deadlines and decisions time vary depending on the size and type of grant.

· Holiday grants for children - One off grants of up to £2,500 for organisations, schools, youth groups etc specifically for holidays or outings for children under the age of 13 who are disabled or who live in areas of high deprivation.

Google Grants (UK) 
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Aims/priorities:Google Grants has given free AdWords advertising to hundreds of charitable groups whose missions range from animal welfare to literacy, from supporting homeless children to promoting HIV education.  Google Grants provides free advertising on Google AdWords, to charities seeking to inform and engage their constituents online. As a result of this free advertising many charities have experienced an increase in the recruitment of volunteers and sponsorship.
Who can apply: Registered charities

ENVIRONMENT
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WRENS’s Community Fund (England and Wales) 
Aims/priorities: The Community Fund makes grants for projects that protect the environment and / or the provision, maintenance or improvement of a public park; or another public amenity. This could include:
· Improvements to a village hall or community centre
· The provision of children's play equipment in public open space
· Construction of footpaths and cycle ways in a public park
· Providing all-weather play surface for MUGA (multi use games area); etc.
Who can apply: Applications are accepted for projects within 10 miles of a FCC Environment landfill site in WREN's operating area. The fund is open to applications from not for profit organisations and Local Authorities.
Grant amount: Between £2,000 and £50,000.
Deadline: 8 June 2016, 5pm

Greggs Foundation – Small environmental grants 
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 Aims/priorities: We are interested in projects that improve the physical environment in a way that will improve people's lives. This can include purchase of equipment, sessional salary costs, purchase of trees/plants, small capital projects and learning activities. We are also interested in new approaches and innovative ideas as well as sustainable approaches to supporting your local environment. The following examples are to be used as a guide only. The programme is open to a wide range of community led applications, for example:
· A group of volunteers who completed litter picking exercises in their local parks or along a local riverbank

· An allotment project for people suffering early stages of dementia

· A growing project in a local primary school

· Clearing an area of wasteland in an area of high social need to create a community garden
Who can apply: Any not for profit organisation can apply, preference will be given to small, locally based and community led organisations with a turnover not in excess of £300,000 per annum.

Grant amount: The maximum grant that we can give is £2,500.

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Church Urban Fund Together Grants Programme 
Aims/priorities: The Church Urban Fund is especially interested in funding projects that tackle the underlying causes of poverty. Applications to fund short term activities such as one off events or initiatives that only meet people's immediate needs are considered low priority. Applicants should work in partnership with one other organisation. This partnering organisation does not need to be Christian.
Who can apply: Churches and Christian community groups that wish to tackle poverty in England's most deprived communities
Grant amount: Grants of up to £5,000 
Application Process: Application Form

Porticus UK 
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Aims/priorities: Porticus UK's mission is to have solidarity with the poor and the marginalised, reflecting their Christian responsibility and support for the Roman Catholic Church. This is done through the provision of high quality charity advice and philanthropy services to their donors and partners. They aim to offer a dynamic service, providing both effectiveness and initiative whilst remaining an organisation in-touch with people’s needs.
· Strengthening Family Relationships

· Transformation through Faith

· Ethics in Practice

They understand that a charity’s funding priorities are not always specific project costs, and so welcome applications for developing policy, advocacy and research.

Who can apply: Registered charities only. Although their values are based in the Catholic faith, they welcome applications from all organisations, whether or not they have a faith basis.
Grant amount: They do occasionally fund small grants of less than £10,000, but most of their grants are between £10,000 and £25,000. They occasionally fund larger projects.

They put particular emphasis on organisations which have a proven model and wish to expand.

They will only accept applications from organisations which are a in England, Wales or Scotland.

Six Point Foundation 
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Aims/priorities: Small grants for organisations are for costs associated with specific welfare projects (which can be an extension of an existing project or a new idea) that enhance the lives of UK resident Jewish Holocaust survivors and refugees in challenging economic circumstances:
· Income of under £10k per annum (excluding any pensions or social security payments)

· Assets of under £32k per annum (excluding a primary residence and a car).

They have a keen and urgent interest in reaching out to those who meet our criteria and who are not currently receiving any support.  They very much welcome applications that meet this key objective.

Who can apply: Any VCSE organisation 
Grant amount: The small grants scheme is open on a rolling basis to applicants applying for a maximum of £2,500 per project.  They expect that small grants will support projects such as day trips, workshops, special events as well as minor capital costs.

Deadline: Proposals can be submitted at any time.  However, applications must be submitted well in advance of meetings as they are considered on a first-come-first-served basis and there is a limit to the number of applications that can be considered each meeting.

Aims/priorities: The Trust offers grants to voluntary and community organisations for work in the UK that meets the needs of people at the margins of society. · Explorer – improving knowledge and insight: examples include a series of Money Management workshops to help people understand how to budget and identify the affordable credit choices available to them; a Freedom Training course giving abused women knowledge of how to regain control over their lives.

· Transformer – developing skills and experience: examples include work-based training and mentors to help socially isolated people develop skills to get back into work; sign language training for parents with hearing impaired children; teaching young people with autism vocational skills.

· Changemaker – innovative solutions to social challenges: examples include a new social networking program for visually impaired young people which uses specially developed braille laptops to access the internet; an inclusive cycling social enterprise which adapts bicycles to enable people with disabilities to enjoy the outdoors.

Who can apply:  VCS Groups Community Interest Companies and Credit Unions can also apply now alongside registered UK charities.
