Moston
Area Description

Moston is situated on the North Eastern side of Manchester, bounded by the Manchester wards of Harpurhey, Charlestown, Newton Heath and the borough of Oldham. Moston is a predominantly residential ward and is split into two main neighbourhoods: Moston and New Moston.  .

The housing in the area is a mix of types, from large terrace and semi -detached houses to smaller terraces. The majority of homes are owner-occupied or privately rented, although there are several council estates which are primarily made up of family housing..

Moston benefits from direct links with the M60 ring road and motorway network.  Moston is located adjacent to the main radial route from Manchester to Oldham (A62) and the area is well served in terms of the bus network, particularly into Manchester City Centre.
Moston is well served by clusters of shops and services, all of which are located on main roads and thus are highly visible and easily accessible for the local community
There are five primary schools within Moston and there are two Surestart Children’s Centres in the Ward, The sustainability of the community is reflected in the number of active community and resident groups, who have driven forward significant social and physical change in the area by accessing funding sources and partnership working with the City Council.  

The ward has a number of established parks and green spaces. These include Moston Brook / Broadhurst Park and playing fields, Nuthurst Park and Moston also borders on Boggart Hole Clough. 

Moston Ward Priorities
The Moston Community First priorities are designed to be broad enough to over-arch the Local Authority Ward Plan.  

The Community First priorities are – 

1. support new group start ups

2. improve physical environment 

3. Increase opportunities for residents to take part in activities 
In particular, these priorities complement the following elements of the Local Ward Plan 
Housing and Neighbourhoods 

· To work with NDT and resident groups to improve grotspot areas and to encourage the importance of recycling to help reduce the amount of side waste and fly tipping in Moston.

Crime and Community Safety

· Reduce crime / anti social behaviour and improve community safety via operation Genesis a GMP / NDT initiative to reduce burglaries and associated crime in the Lightbowne Area.

· Development of the Lightbowne and Stovell Road Intensive management areas to help tackle crime and anti social behaviour and environmental issues.

· Delivering Moston priorities as identified through the NDT / Crime / Police integrated neighbourhood management partnership.

Open Spaces / Green spaces

· Maintain Green Flag Status – Broadhurst Park.

· Partnerships working with Oldham City Council to ensure Moston Brook environmental Improvements are completed successfully.

· Lightbowne Country Park environmental Improvements.

· Identify possible options to increase the number of trees within the Moston Ward.

Sustainability

· Encourage residents associations and groups in Moston to become more sustainable and self-serving within the community.

Celebrating and Promoting North Manchester

· Fully engage the community in the ongoing transformation of North Manchester by attending regular meetings and through the promotion of the My Area Web Pages, which are regularly updated with events and activities within the Moston Ward.
· Improve community cohesion by making residents aware of the different cultures and groups within the Moston Ward.
· Effective delivery of Cash Grants to deliver on Moston Ward priorities.
Employment and Skills

· MAES to offer a wide range of adult learning opportunities in North Manchester to improve skills and support Moston residents into employment and training.*

· ESF family support programme to focus on individuals / families who are out of work and for whom there are complex barriers for returning to work.*

· Help residents into work by supporting and promoting the role of VCS organisation in learning / advice and employment*

· Promote North Manchester work club provision and look to set up a dedicated session in the Moston Ward*.
Healthy and Active Lifestyles

· Encourage healthy and active lifestyles by promoting activities / events and facilities in North Manchester. *
· Maximise the use / impact of the New Moston Community Stadium facility for the Moston community*
· A continuous programme of healthy activities throughout the ward, lead through ZEST*
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
