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RunAClub 
Data Management System
RunAClub is an innovative, cloud-based, easy to use, administration system for youth and community clubs, groups and projects.   It offers a unique ‘all-in-one' package that includes web-enabled tools with auditing and data capture capabilities, outcomes demonstration, policy & procedures templates, an organisational web-page and an online forum.  The system will help voluntary youth organisations in addressing data collection, outcomes, quality assurance, all of which will benefit individual organisations and the wider voluntary youth sector in demonstrating its reach, its effectiveness, and its value.
At an advertised price of £350 + VAT for an individual organisation to sign up for the system in the first year, RunAClub makes for an economic alternative to the likes of VIEWS, CORS and Salesforce.    Second year costs and thereon for an individual organisation amounts to £149 + VAT.
BUT WAIT!  WE HAVE AN EVEN BETTER DEAL FOR YOU
Thanks to our partnership with Manchester City Council, VYM is able to offer this system free to up to 100 VCS organisations working young people across Manchester for a full financial year.  Then, if organisations wish to continue using the system for a further year, the maximum annual payment would be around £70, which could be built into future funding applications.
Initial training will be offered via a workshop for all signed up license-holders, while ongoing RunAClub support will be provided online and via phone and skype.  We are confident that this is an accessible system that most people will find easy to use, with minimal support.  Nonetheless VYM is building in additional capacity to ensure that anyone in Manchester experiencing any kind of difficulties has a locally based expert on hand to guide them through it.
In the first instance, priority will be given to organisations that are currently funded by Manchester City Council’s Youth & Play Fund, but with 100 licenses being made available, the offer will also be made to other VYM members.

Why should I bother?
This system has the potential to really benefit voluntary youth organisations in Manchester, individually and as a sector.  Simply indicating to potential funders that you maintain a system of this kind can be beneficial for individual organisations in applying for funds.  Furthermore, on a citywide scale, never has the opportunity arisen for us to fully ‘own’ the totality of the data we generate.  This will benefit our partnership working with each other, with strategic partners and with funders, especially if there is potential for local or citywide consortium or partnership bids, where we can demonstrate the impact and reach of a group of organisations.
From a funder’s perspective, assuming all users submit the data needed, they will be able to access reports, subject to agreed permissions that demonstrates the achievement of specified targets, outcomes and outputs.  So, unlike the current system whereby organisations are expected to diligently submit the information quarterly to Manchester City Council regarding Youth Fund, this will be more like MYPAS where as long as the data has been kept up to date, then quarterly reports can be accessed by permitted ‘administrators’.   As such, you will only have to enter the information once.
Confidentiality

VYM and RunAClub have established Data Protection protocols and are registered with the Data Commissioner.  

Although this system, like MYPAS, is built around a ‘named individual’, access to the information held will be anonymised for reporting purposes.  The only circumstances in which the specific details of an individual will be able to be accessed by anyone other than the relevant organisation(s) they engage with will be in the event of a safeguarding issue or serious case review, and then according to agreed protocols.
What next?
Development thus far has been by VYM in partnership with RunAClub and Manchester City Council, but now we need a working group of likely users to refine the system to ensure it meets the needs of the sector.  This will connect for a limited time until the system is up and running, and may well only do so online or by phone.
