Introduction

1.1
From summer 2015, the duty to participate in education or training applies to all young people aged up to their 18th birthday. This paper provides the Work and Skills Board with an overview of how MCC and it’s partners have responded to Raising the Participation Age (RPA) legislation and the strategic approach to utilise the RPA to strengthen the city’s youth employment strategy.
1.2 As the Work and Skills Board has set priorities to which the RPA is relevant and that work towards the principles of public reform, this paper will cover these aspects such as clearer progression pathways, coherent and quality independent information, advice and guidance (IAG), and increasing apprenticeships.
2.0
Background

2.1
From the start of the 2013/14 academic year, all young people have been required to continue in education or training until the end of the academic year in which they turn 17. From 28th June 2015, this requirement will be extended until their 18th birthday.
2.2
Young people have a choice about how they continue in education or training post-16:
· Full-time study in a school, college or with a training provider.

· Full-time work or volunteering combined with part-time education or training.

· An Apprenticeship.
2.3
Statutory duties
2.3.1
Prior to RPA, local authorities had existing duties to encourage, enable and assist young people to participate in education or training which still apply. These duties are to:
· Secure sufficient suitable education and training provision for all young people aged 16 to 19 and for those up to age 25 with a learning difficulty assessment (LDA) or Education, Health and Care (EHC) plan in their area
. To fulfil this, local authorities need to have a strategic overview of the provision available in their area and to identify and resolve gaps in provision.

· Make available to all young people aged 13-19 and to those up to age 25 with an LDA or EHC plan, support that will encourage, enable or assist them to participate in education or training
.

2.3.2
Tracking young people’s participation is a key element of these duties. Local authorities are required to collect information about all young people so that those who are not participating in education, employment or training (NEET) can be identified and given support to re-engage. Robust tracking also provides the local authority with information that will help to ensure that suitable education and training provision is available and that resources can be targeted effectively.
2.3.3
In addition, the Education and Skills Act (ESA) of 2008 placed two RPA-related duties on local authorities with regard to 16 and 17 year olds:

· Promote the effective participation in education and training of 16 and 17 year olds in their area with a view to ensuring that those persons fulfil the duty to participate in education or training. A key element of this is identifying the young people in their area who are covered by the duty to participate and encouraging them to find a suitable education or training place.

· Make arrangements to identify 16 and 17 year olds who are not participating in education or training. Putting in place robust arrangements to identify young people who are not engaged in education or training or who have left provision enables local authorities to offer support as soon as possible.

2.3.4
Local authorities are expected to lead the September Guarantee, which underpins the delivery of this duty. This is the process by which local authorities aim to ensure that all 16-17 year olds receive an offer of a suitable place in education or training by the end of September each year.
2.3.5
Educational institutions have a duty to provide information to local authority services in order for them to deliver their duties under section 68 of the ESA 2008.

2.3.6
The ESA 2008 also placed two RPA-related duties on education providers with regard to 16 and 17 year olds:

· Community, foundation or voluntary schools, community or foundation special schools, pupil referral units, schools and colleges in the further education sector are required to exercise their functions, where possible, so as to promote good attendance to enable young people to meet their duty to participate.
· All educational institutions (maintained schools, academies, colleges, and education and training providers – including apprenticeship providers and performing art schools who receive Dance and Drama Award (DaDA) funding) are required to tell their local authority when a young person is no longer participating or if a young person leaves an education or training programme before completion (i.e. ‘drops-out’), enabling the local authority to take swift action to encourage the young person to re-engage.

2.3.7
Schools also have specific responsibilities for young people with statements of Special Educational Needs or EHC plans leaving school, including arranging an annual review of the statement or EHC plan which focuses on transition from school, clearly building in the responsibilities placed on young people by RPA.

2.3.8
Since September 2013, schools and colleges are required to secure independent careers guidance for young people aged 12-18 (years 8-13) and the DfE are publishing destination measures as another way that parents or students can judge the performance of schools and colleges to ensure students succeed to make a positive destination into education, employment or training (EET).
2.4
The Manchester context
2.4.1 In November 2013, Manchester’s Valuing Young People Strategy articulated MCC and partners commitment to young people 10-19 (and up to 25 for young people with learning disabilities and care leavers). The My Future strand specifically described the aspiration to support young people to economic independence, helping them to become the skilled, independent, innovative and creative citizens Manchester needs to sustain the position as a World Class City. The activities cover:

· Information, advice and guidance;
· Participation in education, employment and training; and

· Employability skills.

2.4.2 In August 2013, there was also a policy statement issued, articulating the City Council’s ambition for all of our young people to participate in education, training or employment with training and that the local authority, schools, post-16 providers, support services, young people, parents/carers and employers will work in partnership to achieve full participation. This approach recognises the City of Manchester’s need to increase skills, reduce dependency, reduce child poverty and ultimately ensure all young people are enabled and supported to reach their full potential and become economically active. It also aligns with other local authority strategies.
2.4.3 The Work and Skills Board and Work and Skills Partnership could provide an appropriate level of governance to oversee Manchester’s RPA/youth employment strategy. Alternatively the leadership and governance could be  provided from the Strategic Education Partnership with support from the Post-16 Reference Group.  In either case they can be supported by City Wide Steering Groups such as the Manchester Youth EET Steering Group and the Neighbourhood structures such as the Regeneration Youth Employment Group.
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3.0
Manchester’s performance

3.1
The most recent Department for Education (DfE) data from June 2014
, reveals that the proportion of 16 year olds meeting their duty to participate in education and training as part of the RPA legislation stands at 93.3%. This is above the regional average of 92.7% and only just below the national average of 93.5%. The participation figures show that the majority of young people have met the RPA duty through participation in full time education and training (89.2%) with only 3.0% on an apprenticeship. This is below the regional and national averages of 4.3% and 3.6% respectively. Of the total, 0.3% are in employment combined with training and 0.8% are engaged in a positive development opportunity (PDO) that may represent an engagement intervention supporting young people on a pathway towards employment, education or training. Manchester are the 3rd highest when comparing just 16 year olds participating in education and training to 10 statistical neighbours of a similar size. NEET figures
 are also significantly lower when compared to June 2013, showing a reduction from 5.6% to 4.5%.

3.2
Those 16 year olds classified as not meeting the duty are 0.1% in part time education, 0.4% in employment with non-accredited training and 0.4% taking a temporary break from learning. This leaves 5.8% who are not reported on by the DfE but will be those young people in employment without training, part-time employment, temporary employment, self employment (without combined study) and unknown. These young people are therefore not RPA compliant.

3.3
The proportion of 16-17 year olds recorded as participating in education and training in Manchester has increased to 89.2% representing an increase of 2.5% year-on-year. However, this is slightly below the regional and national averages of 89.9% and 89.7% respectively
. But Manchester are the 4th highest when compared to our 10 statistical neighbours of a similar size.

The proportion of 17 year olds participating in education and training is 85.8% and is below both the regional and national averages, with only Salford and Wigan lower in Greater Manchester. Manchester are 3rd highest when comparing the proportion of 17 year olds participating in education and training to statistical neighbours of a similar size.
3.5
Manchester also has a low proportion of 16/17 year olds with a learning difficulty or disability (LDD) participating in education and training at 84%. When compared to the rest of Greater Manchester again only Salford and Wigan achieve a lower percentage. This shows a significant gap between the proportions of young people participating in education and training that are categorised as having LDD compared to those that are not (89.5%).
3.6
Although the Real Time Economy Dashboard shows 18-24 year old Job Seekers Allowance claimants reducing, Connexions data reveals there is a rise in NEET at 18 (16.6% for academic age 18 in June 2014). Whilst young people at age 18 can access other services such as the National Career Service and Job Centre Plus, there is still a duty to report on these young people beyond their 18th birthday (the RPA cut-off) up until the end of the academic year, in terms of NEET and unknown.
3.7
The implementation of a joint approach with schools across Manchester to address common goals for both RPA and the Destination Measure have helped identify those young people who are at risk of non-compliance and targeted for early intervention. As a result the September Guarantee for 2014 leavers indicates a rise in offers of education from 90.4% to 95.4%. This should be further supported through the promotion of good quality independent, impartial IAG which will help consolidate young people progressing onto RPA compliant destinations in accordance with statutory guidance
.
4.0
Tracking

4.1
Also in line with the Local Authority’s statutory duties, MCC has commissioned the Connexions Service to undertake the identification of young people in the area, track those who are or are not participating, identify those who are at risk of becoming NEET or non RPA compliant and identify those who have left provision.

4.2
MCC has supported this arrangement by providing school cohort data, by working with the Connexions Service to establish a schedule of data collection and by communicating this to schools. Education providers are required to collate and share:

· The Intended Destination for young people currently in year 11, on a monthly basis between September and March.

· Any Destination Changes referring to starters/leavers data for any young people currently in year 11 and for previous year 11s, on a monthly basis between September and August.
· Offers Made data for the September Guarantee, when a young person in transition from year 11 to post-16 receives an offer for post-16 provision, on a monthly basis from November to August.
· At Risk on Non RPA Compliance data on all young people in year 11 and identified as being at significant risk of non-participation post-16. The data is collated monthly from September to June.
· Any post-16 destination changes including starters and leavers within the course duration.

4.3
The Connexions Service then uses this information to report to MCC and the DfE, to identify the young people requiring targeted support and to identify those who require tracking.
4.4 A pilot is underway to explore a new model to track and engage young people who are NEET. The East Manchester NEET Tracking Tool has been developed and a baseline was established in May 2014 across 5 wards. The tracker uses intelligence to engage partners in using a wide range of interventions to address the barriers to employment and to create opportunities that will result in young people re-engaging in EET. The pilot period (May-September) of this approach is already showing positive results. There have been some interesting findings regarding the academic attainment of the young people identified as NEET, with over 25% having achieved 5 or more A*-C GCSEs. A workshop was held on 10th October 2014 to launch the case conference model with partners, informing them of and engaging them with the pilot. This was very successful with all partners in attendance offering their support. The next steps are to use the data to identify specific cohorts of NEET young people such as teenage parents, bring together the relevant partners and establish how Connexions can work with them more efficiently to move these young people towards EET.

5.0
Provision
5.1
The provision currently available across Manchester can be broken down into the universal offer available to all and the targeted support which is available for those young people who are already NEET or those who can be identified as at risk of becoming NEET.
5. 2
Universal

5.2.1 The universal offer regarding RPA is primarily the provision offered by education and training providers across the City. Manchester has a vast breadth of courses available to young people enabling them to engage with their own personalised offer. The schools and colleges are now also responsible for providing impartial IAG to young people from years 8-13.
5.2.2 The Connexions contract was refocused, from 1st April 2014. The Connexions service now specifically provides targeted support to 16 and 17 year olds who are NEET or at risk of non-RPA compliance, complementing the offer provided by schools and colleges.
5.2.3 As part of the current Connexions contract, there is a universal offer in the refurbished Town Hall Extension in the form of open access drop in sessions. This service is aimed at young people aged 15-19 years (up to 21 if LAC or 25 if LDD) and offers advice on issues including education, training and employment. The service started in September 2013 as part of the customer service centre, although there were lower numbers of young people than expected. The opening of the Central Library is bringing much greater numbers of young people through the facilities and is a real opportunity to develop a broad IAG offer across the library, media lounge, customer service centre and employer suite, building on existing learning.
5.2.4 Many schools and colleges organise careers events either outside of or within their school day, as part of their CEIAG offer, in order to provide students with access to pathways available to them from different institutions/employers. MCC has also delivered a number of events over the past few years. In January 2014, MCC held a Careers Aspiration Event and invited all schools to attend. It was a ‘Have a Go’ event where students could try activities and learn about different employment opportunities. There were 39 employers/training providers represented and 1284 young people attended. The 2015 Careers Aspiration Event is already in the planning stages and will be held 9th March 2015.
5.2.5 The Apprenticeships in Manchester (AIM) group includes representatives from a wide range of partners. It is responsible for developing and monitoring apprenticeship provision by leading on the testing and development of new models of engagement with young people and employers. It coordinates the delivery of apprenticeships and jobs with training, maximising the use of national and local funding. Latterly it has acted as the coordinating group for GM Apprenticeship Hub activities within the city. A youth employment sub group has been established to ensure the AIM action plan is delivered within all five Strategic Regeneration Framework (SRF) areas. Further details on apprenticeships have already been provided to the Work & Skills Board in October 2014.
5.2.6 To enable peer support, MCC has established a career leads network. The CEIAG Network is led by the schools themselves to support each other, share best practice and identify opportunities for collaborative working.
5.2.7 Labour Market Information (LMI) is increasingly important in understanding the employment opportunities that are and will be available for the residents of Manchester. MCC has developed a slide pack and lesson plan for schools to use to inform their curriculum and to educate young people. The pack outlines growth sectors, skills gaps and the skills employers are asking for. The information is based on the EFA and SFA data-cube. Further ad-hoc data analysis has been undertaken for a specific school as a pilot following feedback from the schools.
5.2.8 Research identified that employers and schools were finding it difficult to make initial introductions. Therefore, MCC developed SNAP, a website where learning providers and businesses can register their need/offer and these would then be matched appropriately. SNAP was launched in April 2014, with a focus on engaging businesses initially, then bringing schools on board from Autumn 2014. Currently, 14 businesses and 23 learning providers are registered with 48 matches having been made.
5.2.9 A draft MCC Work Experience Strategy has been developed and will be implemented including evaluation of the MCC offer, building stronger links with partners and creating more opportunities through our supply chain. This will be agreed by the end of 2014, with an action plan being taken forward from early 2015 and is discussed in a paper also being presented to the Work & Skills Board in December.

5.2.10 MCC is also supporting the work across GM funded by the New Economy and/or City Deal. These include Inspiring IAG to quality assure the CEIAG provision offered by education providers, GM Apprenticeships IAG project, Continuing Professional Development (CPD) and LMI project. MCC is working to target this additional resource to those education providers who need it most, as well as encouraging engagement from all schools and colleges, as discussed in the apprenticeships paper presented to the Work & Skills Board in October 2014.
5.3
Targeted Support

5.3.1
For the majority of young people, the universal offer will be enough to support them through education and training into employment. However, there are cohorts of young people who are either at risk of non-RPA compliance or NEET who require targeted support to enable them to make a smooth transition to a positive destination or to re-engage and achieve.
5.3.2 Having recognised the multiple funding streams and initiatives that exist, MCC has, as far as possible, mapped out the youth unemployment offer (Appendix 1) and this will shortly be available on the Family Services Directory, complimenting the Local Offer and Youth Offer.
5.3.3 The Youth Contract is being delivered by Groundwork and YMCA Training in Manchester along with Rathbone for post enrolment support and Gingerbread for teenage parent support. The 3 year contract finishes 31st March 2015, with a potential 12 month residual contract. The Youth Contract works with 16 and 17 year olds who have up to 1 GCSE A*-C and are NEET, as well as Looked After Children, Care Leavers and Young Offenders who are NEET. The Youth Contract allows up to 6 months to work with a young person to get them into EET that is RPA compliant and then to support them for 6 months to sustain their engagement. It follows a payment by results model and on 13th October there were 239 live cases with Groundwork Manchester.
5.3.4 SEETEC have ESF funding until July 2015 to support 16-19 year old NEET young people (up to 25 years old with a LDA) into EET. They engage with the young people for up to 6 months and undertake activities such as 1-2-1 mentoring, employability workshops, develop soft skills.
5.3.5 The Youth Contract Steering Group was established by bringing together providers who deliver youth employment initiatives. The group is tasked with ensuring a coordinated approach to the deployment of resources within the city of Manchester supporting the engagement, retention, achievement and positive progression of young people who are NEET, at risk of becoming NEET, non RPA compliant, at risk of becoming non RPA compliant and unemployed. Now newly named the Manchester Youth EET Steering Group, to recognise a wider remit, will submit a report to the Work & Skills Board in January 2015 providing outcomes data. The group membership represents a wide range of partners including The Manchester College, GMCVO (Talent Match), Groundwork, SEETEC, Connexions, JCP and the Local Authority.
5.3.6 This year, Youth Contract providers delivered in partnership with schools a summer programme to ensure young people at risk of becoming NEET were supported through a smooth transition and enrolled onto a course in September 2014.
5.3.7 As mentioned in 5.2.2, the Connexions contract was refocused for 2014-15 to offer targeted support specifically to vulnerable young people most distant from the labour market, aged 16-18, who are NEET and/or non RPA compliant. MCC has also commissioned the Connexions Service to continue to provide support to those young people in Year 11 who are most at risk of non-compliance with RPA post 16. This service is responsible for providing mentoring, advice, guidance and support in relation to education, employment, training, reducing dependency, improving emotional resilience and independent living. As well as focused group work and advocacy support, the intensive support activities include:
· supporting the formulation and ongoing review of holistic personal development plans;

· brokering appropriate learning provision, support and employment opportunities;

· providing challenge and support in relation to motivation, commitment and aspirations; and

· supporting the overcoming of barriers to engagement and learning.

This targeted provision is in line with the Local Authority’s statutory duties.
5.3.8 Youth Fund providers also play an important role in developing young people’s employability skills and moving them closer to the labour market. In partnership with cross sector employers, the City's three Youth Hubs, including the Factory Youth Zone in North Manchester, Moss Side Powerhouse in Central Manchester and Woodhouse Park Lifestyle Centre in Wythenshawe also offer specific work, skills and training programmes that can evidence high success rates in terms of moving young people into aspirational and sustainable employment, education and/or training opportunities.
6.0
Manchester’s ambition
6.1 There has been a lot of change over the last 2 years and with the introduction of RPA joint ownership across the skills system has increased to ensure young people make positive transitions post-16 and remain EET. Changes have also occurred in the broader support system for vulnerable young people. The introduction of public service reforms such as troubled families and complex dependency has placed a greater emphasis on decreasing dependency and ensuring families and young people move towards employment. These developments have a much greater role moving forward as they need to shape and inform our youth employment strategy.
6.2 It is therefore, the right time to reflect on, refresh and strengthen Manchester’s RPA Plan to fit within the priorities of the broader employment strategy. The RPA Plan should be jointly owned as an opportunity to do things differently, working with partners to ensure that our education and skills system is fit for purpose to meet the needs of young people now and in the future, and improving outcomes for young people whilst increasing their economic contribution. MCC will work in partnership to develop a RPA Plan so that from April 2015 all partners know what is expected of them and can contribute to Manchester’s ambition.
6.3 To enable us to do this, it is proposed that the Manchester RPA Plan will follow the framework adopted by GM local authorities:

1. Understanding the cohort

2. Determine local priorities

3. Manage transition and tracking

4. Establish support mechanisms

5. Identify and meet provision needs

6. Communicate the RPA message

This will allow appropriate alignment with the plans of other local authorities across GM and the GM RPA Strategy. The RPA Plan may include the following actions, as derived from the framework. More detailed examples are included below.

6.4 It is important to recognise that MCC is not starting from fresh, many of the activities above are already well established and outlined in the previous section of this report. However, there are some key areas for development which need to be strengthened and these are discussed below.
6.5 Tracking
6.5.1 A business case is being developed to integrate CareerVision’s IYSS into MCC’s PRI Team to enable improved use of the data, more effective analysis and reporting across different datasets. This would also allow a broader understanding of the cohorts to develop to shape the provision and targeted support. This business case is being developed in partnership with the data and tracking needs of the Youth Offending Service.

6.5.2 Systems will be put in place to monitor and report on young people who are looked after or care leavers to inform MCC of their post 16 destination and achievement.

6.6
Universal

6.6.1
Our links with universal services will be strengthened with quality assurance of the provision being provided to ensure our schools and colleges are delivering the high quality CEIAG that young people need. This will be through the CEIAG Network. MCC will use our strategic influence to shape the offer of schools, enabling the sharing of CEIAG good practice across education providers including the use of LMI to influence curriculum, engaging key influencers, utilising parent’s evenings and holding information evenings to present all of the pathways.
6.6.2
Communication of the pathways will improve to inspire young people across the academic, vocational, and apprenticeship pathways, clearly showing the options for young people at 16, 17 and 18 years of age. This work will then be used with key influencers such as parents and teachers to equip them with accurate information to support young people through transition. Delivery of inspirational events will continue such as the Careers Aspiration Event to be held 9th March 2015, building on the success of the last two years and attracting even more young people to ‘Have a Go’.
6.6.3
There will be exploration of how CEIAG can be further integrated into Primary Schools, building upon the existing offer and recognising the good practice that already exists. Quality assurance of provision will enable the engagement of young people and their parents as early as possible with CEIAG and LMI.
6.6.4 There will also be an evaluation of the Connexions universal offer in the Town Hall Extension to explore how this can be improved. The opening of the central library and increased footfall of young people provides an excellent opportunity to consider the enterprise, youth employment and IAG offer for those young people available from within the Town Hall across the employer suite, media lounge and customer service centre. The Town Hall offer will promote and develop employability skills and is dependent on other services driving traffic there.
6.6.5 Employer engagement will be developed further by:

· communicating what RPA means to employers,

· promoting the SNAP tool and conducting an in-depth evaluation of the success of SNAP, and

· communicating and developing an MCC work experience strategy.
6.6.6
As Manchester has a very strong entrepreneurial ethos, MCC wishes to develop a citywide approach to promoting youth enterprise. A proposal has been developed to explore the existing enterprise offer available for young people beginning with a mapping exercise, literature review and establishment of a Manchester Youth Enterprise Partnership to drive forward a Youth Enterprise Action Plan.

6.7
Targeted

6.7.1
In line with the models of public service reform and the developments of Troubled Families and Complex Dependencies we need to establish a more integrated approach to equip families and young people to become economically active. We will build on the learning from the East NEET Tracker pilot to work in a preventative way, using data and intelligence more effectively, engaging partners to track and support young people before they become NEET.
6.7.2 It is the intention of MCC to re-tender the Connexions Contract aligning it with the Youth Strategy, creating a one stop shop for IAG and joining up the ‘offer’. The service would link together all relevant initiatives, deliver support panels using a case conference model and would focus on the most vulnerable young people who are furthest from the labour market. The proposal is to develop a targeted youth support service in each of the 5 SRF areas, which will ensure vulnerable young people have access to a needs-led IAG offer and support to enable them to remain EET.
7.0
Conclusion

7.1
The performance data shows that Manchester is performing reasonably well but could do better and could improve. We recognise that it is a changing landscape and that we need to look for opportunities to continue to raise awareness of RPA including that young people need to remain in learning post-16.
7.2
Writing a more detailed plan that is joint-owned by partners will provide more detail around the ideas highlighted in section 6.

7.3
It has been recognised that youth enterprise and developing entrepreneurial skills is an important area for further development.
7.4
Also, some of the identified areas for development need to be considered wider than Manchester, and would actually be best developed across GM alongside other local authorities.
7.5
The RPA agenda provides the opportunity to place youth employment at the centre of the public sector reforms by developing an integrated programme of work that ensures pathways to employment are robust, meeting the needs of Manchester residents and moving them into employment.
