1. There is more safety criteria with Tree Top Trek. This will be discussed with you when you ring to book.
1. Minimum age 5; all children under age 12 need an adult (18+) to participate with them; for children aged 5-6, there needs to be 1 participating adult to 2 children; for 7-11 olds, it is 1 participating adult to 3 children; for children age 12+, an adult must remain in the activity area at all times.
1. There are two options: the Mini Trek takes around 1 hour and reaches 8m high, the Full Trek is around 2 hours and reaches 18m high. Suitability will be discussed when you ring.
1. The Trek safety brief starts at 12.15pm promptly; if you are late you will not be able to take part.
