About the project/ key messages:  
 
‘16 days of street art action’ is an inspirational project which aims to encourage dialogue and debate about the importance of feminism in achieving women’s human rights. It takes place in Manchester between 25th November and 10th December and marks ‘16 days of action to end violence against women’ the international campaign, which this year calls for an end to militarism and violence against women in conflict.
 
During the campaign 16 pieces of street art created by 16 diverse women from across the North will appear in a variety of secret locations around Manchester illustrating local women’s perspectives on feminism.
